I am so grateful, my heart wants to burst!

I moved her to Mountain 
Elder Care in Big Bear City (unpacking & visiting 
daily).  It was touch and go for awhile and I thought I 
might have to move her once again to a hospice facility 
down the hill. But I’m pleased to report she is stable and 
adjusting to her new home on the mountain.   

Throughout this month-long exhausting ordeal – 
mentally- emotionally & physically - I attempted to keep 
up with church services and teaching my Foundational 
class, and all the rest of my duties.  I simply could not 
have survived without the emotional and physical 
support of my Church Family!   

A million thanks to  Julie, Judy, Bobbie, and Leslie, 
who are all going through the same experience, and to 
Suzie & Joan, who have “been there & done that” – and 
to Carolyn for her prayer support, and to Sandy for 
stepping up and handling all the administrative tasks I 
could not.  I had phone calls and emails at just the right 
time & had NO phone calls and emails at just the right 
time too.  Invitations to dinner, movies and other fun 
things were so appreciated – whether I had the ability to 
attend or not – I felt so LOVED & nurtured! 

Thanks to all of you who emailed, called and hugged 
me on Sundays! Thanks to all of you who picked up the 
balls I dropped and kept our church business on a 
forward path!   

Now here’s another dimension to my experience:  
I’ve been a minister for 23 years now, and it has been 
my deepest pleasure and satisfaction to be the one who 
serves others, supports others, teaches others, & prays 
for others.  As I look back, I realized that never in 23 
years have I needed help, nor have I had to ask for help. 
No dramas, no traumas worth mentioning or requiring 
anything but my practitioner to pray for me - for things 
like guidance or inspiration.  When this ordeal began, it 
seemed simple enough – take a week and pack up my 
mom and move her to her new home, get her settled and 
visit once a week.  But as it happened, I found myself 
feeling like I needed to be Super Woman, but inside I 
was feeling harried and stressed and worried.  My Super 
Woman tendencies worked for awhile but I was not 
eating or sleeping. (The only good thing was that I lost 8 
pounds of body fat, but gained 8 pounds of bags under 
my eyes).  

I wrestled with myself about whether to ask my 
Foundational class to move our classes ahead one week, 
so that I could have the day off to go down the hill and 
let Lee treat me to a massage, a movie and dinner 
(thanks Sweetie).  They kindly agreed and I had a great 
day, until at dinner, my mom’s caretaker called to say 
my mom wasn’t doing well.  (After an ER visit, she has 
slowly begun to stabilize).  

I wrestled with how to get my mom’s belongings 
back up the mountain, some into my garage and some to 
her new room.  That’s when John & Bobbie entered the 
picture and actually said they were pleased and honored 
that I chose to ask them for help.  Imagine that!  

Help? – ask? – receive?...What interesting 
concepts… I’m not the ONLY minister in this church. 
What a rewarding lesson for me!

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Some things to Consider to  
Personally Heal our Earth

Water is our most precious commodity. We can live 
without a lot of things but humans, animals, plants, and 
essentially the whole earth can not live without water. 
Below are some reminders to help you conserve daily: 

� Turning off the tap when brushing teeth can save 3 
gallons 

� Turning off the tap when hand washing dishes can 
save 5-15 gallons @ minute 

� Running the dishwasher when full uses less water 
than hand washing and less energy to heat. 

� Wash only full loads of laundry could save 15-50 
gallons 

� Taking a shower uses 12-25 gallons of water; a bath 
holds 60-70 gallons 

� Shorten your shower by 1-2 minutes saves 5 gallons 

� Even better: try a "Navy shower": rinse your body 
under the faucet, turn off, lather up, turn water back 
on to rinse, done. Voila! 

� Not flushing the toilet every time could save 20-25% 
of your total water usage. 

� Think about resetting your automatic sprinklers to 
run in the evening; you lose less through evaporation 

� Checking your sprinkler system for leaks could save 
500 gallons @ month 

� Mulch! Using organic mulch around plants reduces 
evaporation saving hundreds of gallons 
(Waterwise.com) 

Bring Your Own:
BYO:*Take-out containers are not recyclable. (The 

Green Life website)  So bring your own plastic 
containers when you think you might be taking 
something home from a restaurant. 

BYO: *London Sunday Independent reported that 
Japan’s 25 billion disposable wood and bamboo 
chopsticks used each year come from China where 25 
million trees are cut down annually. A fork, anyone?
(American Forrest magazine) 

BYO: Remember "paper or plastic?" Maybe we 
don’t hear that as much anymore. The answer is still: 
cloth, thank you. Kudos to the grocery industry that is 
making them easily available. Taking the next step 
would be using those same cloth bags for hardware, 
drugstores, gifts, pet supplies. . .you name it. And plastic 
bags when we forget; reuse or recycle.
