Bobbie’s Big Bear church choir, High Spirits, opened the ceremony, followed by 
other beautiful music numbers by Amber Carpenter (Somewhere Over the Rainbow), Steve Cassling (The Lord’s Prayer), 
and Beth Gardner and Ty Warren (It’s Time to Say Goodbye).  Carolyn Dawley spoke on behalf of her church family; 
Paul Penardi read sentimental remembrances from Lyle Rall; Bobbie’s long-time friend and often traveling companion, 
Ruthnan Bigelow, told of some of their trips; daughter Julie Grandi gave a touching euology, and daughter-in-law Jerri 
Hunsaker and granddaughter Ashley Hunsaker told of wonderful memories of this last year with Bobbie as she invited 
them into her world of dementia.  It was a joyful, touching service and celebration of Bobbie’s life. 

Bobbie passed away at age 91 on July 5th, 2009, at Prestige Assisted Living in Henderson, Nevada, surrounded by 
her family, holding her hand wishing her Godspeed on her new journey.  Bobbie was a world traveler and had been telling 
her family a few days earlier that she was getting ready to go on a big trip.   

Bobbie is survived by her children Julie Grandi (& husband John) and Stanley Hunsaker (& wife Jerri), 
grandchildren Jennifer Hunsaker, Stephanie Hunsaker and Ashley Hunsaker, and a great granddaughter, Presley Joyner.  
Bobbie leaves a wake of love behind with her many friends in Las Vegas and Big Bear.  She was well known for her 
sparkling blue eyes and big smile, still evident at 91. 

Bobbie was born in Greybull, Wyoming as Mary Roberta Fisk.  She met her husband Bob in high school.  They 
later married and had daughter Julie while still in Wyoming.  They moved to Boulder City, Nevada a year later where Bob 
worked at Hoover Dam in the early days, then spent a career at Titanium Metals Corp.  Son Stanley was born in Boulder 
City and both children graduated from high school there.    After the children left home, Bob became a builder and Bobbie 
was a decorator who owned her own drapery shop.  They built a beautiful home in Henderson overlooking the Vegas 
Valley which became family headquarters, and where Stan & Jerri still live today.  Bobbie was active in the PEO 
Sisterhood (a philanthropic and educational organization for women) and served as Nevada State President.  July 5th was 
Bob & Bobbie’s wedding anniversary and the family is celebrating that they had their anniversary together for the first 
time in the 21 years since Bob passed away. 

Bobbie’s passion was travel, travel, travel and she has been all over the world.  In the 1990’s Bobbie moved to 
Big Bear and loved the mountains so much she requested that her ashes be returned to Big Bear.  Bobbie was the 
matriarch at her beloved church, the Bear Valley Center for Spiritual Enrichment, and a big fan of the Community Arts 
Theater Society.
