Dear Ones,

For some reason, the approach of this New Year has
got me excited - more excited than | remember ever
being in the past. Maybe it's because I've been
experiencing some “Divine nudges” in my personal life
recently that have been beckoning me to grow. Growth
is not always a comfortable thing — in fact, Divine
nudges often are accompanied by a bit of what | call
“Divine Discomfort”.

Because my personal life is very interconnected with
the life of our Church, my nudges are telling me that
we're ALL about to be invited to grow! (If | gotta, you
gotta too!) | believe we've already been through the
uncomfortable part of our growth. We moved from the
Masonic Lodge, under some duress, inhabited the
Methodist church for a few weeks and then moved to our
somewhat tight quarters at our current location with our
Episcopalian friends.

Although we love our hosts and have been warmly
welcomed by them, there are some things about our
current circumstances that are not quite conducive to our
growth and forward movement. Our meeting time of
5:00 p.m. has limited the ability of some of our family
members to come to services. The small stage with the
altar makes it challenging for our choir and musicians to
freely express. And the social hall is too small for our
food fests!

At a recent meeting, your Board of Trustees has
voted to MOVE ONWARD AND UPWARD! We have
established goals for 2008 that include financial
preparations for a move to an all inclusive home of our
own. At the present time, we have approximately
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$38,000 in our building fund. This, of course, is not
enough to make a down payment for the purchase of a
property; nor is our average monthly income from tithes
and offerings of approximately $5800.00 a month
enough to make mortgage payments or even increasec
lease payments.

So what do we do? We do what other churches and
charitable organizations have done for years! We are
about to institute a conscious giving pledge program for
the express purpose of meeting our Community Goals!
In the next week or so, you will be receiving more
information in the mail about how this “Growth Through
Giving” program works.

Although a large and flexible enough space, with
enough parking is a difficult to find commodity in Big
Bear, we are very optimistic that once we are in financial
integrity with this goal, the space will reveal itself to us.

Just to give you a glimmer of an idea that has been
cooking in my mind and an example of what's possible;
| want to share what I've been investigating.

There is a property with a six bedroom house and a
1500 square foot barn on Y2 acre of land for sale on
North Shore, across the street from the Methodist
Church. The price of the home is $550,000. When | put
on my Realtor hat, | can tell you that this is a very good
buy. Before the market began to slow, this house would
have appraised at nearly $100,000 more. The owner is ¢
recent widow, a very dear woman, who wants to sell her
home so that she can move down the hill to be near hel
children and grand children. The house has been on the
market for about a year now, as have many houses in ou
Valley.

The multiple bedrooms in the house would make an
excellent retreat center/B&B for visiting speakers,
teachers and attendees. The barn is in beautiful
condition and could be converted into a marvelous
sanctuary/ wedding chapel/ theatre/ metaphysical book-
store. The ¥ acre of land could be turned into parking
and a meditation garden with a seasonal labyrinth.

This very scenario has been a personal dream of
mine for many years. If this property stays available
