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An Inconvenient Truth 
  

Many of you have had the pleasure of watching 
spiritually based movies from The Spiritual Cinema Circle 
that are not generally distributed.  (BVCSE has offered these 
showings at the home of Bob & Suzie Kopolow, who are 
members of the circle). 

Stephen Simon, founder of SCC, rarely recommends 
mainstream movies to the members, but has taken an 
exception recently that we thought we should share. 

 Dear Friends, 
As you may have noticed, I have not sent out a Movie 

Alert in quite some time because there simply have been no 
films which I felt I could recommend with all my heart and 
soul. 

Until now. 
An Inconvenient Truth is one of the most fascinating 

and mind-blowingly powerful films I have ever seen in my 
life. In fact, I believe that its message, coupled with the 
incredibly inspiring and uplifting way that it sees our 
humanity, makes the film perhaps the most important movie 
any of us may ever experience. 

Truth is a documentary built around former Vice-
president Al Gore's 30 year international campaign to 
waken the world's consciousness to global warming. Please 
note right away that this is NOT a political film, nor does it 
promote a political message. As Mr. Gore says in the film: 
"This is not a political issue. It's a moral one." 

The film details, in brilliantly photographed and 
documented sequences, how much we as humans are 
affecting the climate of our world. Mr. Gore's encyclopedic 
knowledge of and obviously deep and soul-charged passion 
for the subject matter propels us through a worldwide 
journey during which we witness how our environmental 
decisions have impacted both our atmosphere and our 
planet. 

No, it is NOT depressing. In fact, I found it to be quite 
the opposite of that. The film appeals to the best instincts of 
our humanity. It makes its case, yes, but it also shows us that 
we are absolutely capable of changing everything very 
quickly. In that message, the film allows us to look at our 
humanity when we operate at our very best, and that is, as 
most of you know, one of the cornerstones of Spiritual 
Cinema. It also addresses the core questions of who we are, 
why we are here, and what we can do to lift ourselves and 
our spirits in helping to heal, and indeed save, our planet. As 
such, it's ultimate message and effect is invigorating and 
extraordinarily inspiring. 

There is an old Native American phrase that says that 
we do not inherit the earth from our parents. Rather, we 
borrow it from our children. 

I urge you with all my heart and soul to take your entire 
family to see this film the day it opens somewhere near you. 
In a very stirring and emotional way, Truth reminds us that, 
even in this age in which many media outlets project so

Near the close of his life, Ernest Holmes talked to an interviewer 
 about his own beginnings and the beginnings of Religious Science. 

 

 
And the Consciousness Grew 

In 1926 he started speaking each Sunday morning in a theatre in the Ambassador Hotel that seated 625. Within a year, 
latecomers couldn't get in. The Sunday morning talks were moved in November 1927, to the Ebell Theatre, which seated 
1295. Within a year, that also, was too small an auditorium. 

During the next few years, progressive moves were made - one being to the beautiful Sala de Oro of the Biltmore Hotel. 
In 1934 the services were moved to the large Wiltern Theatre, at Wilshire and Western, with a seating capacity of more than 
2800. There, too, before long, hundreds were turned away every Sunday. 

In 1926, far-sighted friends - important people in Los Angeles - had begun to urge him to form a corporation and 
organize for the inevitable growth of what he was teaching. He said, "No, I don't want to do that. I don't want to start a new 
religion or be responsible for it." 

But the friends persisted. As he expressed it later: "They argued this was something they thought valuable, and the 
greatest thing in the world, and finally convinced me. A Board of Governors was chosen, and we became incorporated as a 
non-profit religious and educational organization--the Institute of Religious Science and School of Philosophy, Inc, it was 
called." 

The incorporation date was February, 1927. Ernest Holmes was 40 years old. 
The purpose of the Institute was to furnish instruction not only in the Science of Mind, with Ernest Holmes' book as the 

textbook, but also to offer lectures by recognized authorities on diversified, allied subjects. 
 

Soul-Searching, Mind-Searching 
Like the university professors who soon were speaking at this new center of learning, throngs of students were attracted 

there by its climate of soul-searching, as well as mind-searching. Both instructors and students discovered that this 
unassuming, self-educated American-born philosopher, Ernest Holmes, was very practical and highly inspirational. This 
discovery was something they wanted to share with others. 

In other ways, also, 1927 was to be a milestone year for both Religious Science and its founder. Headquarters and 
offices, including Practitioner offices, as well as a library and lecture halls, were established at 2511 Wilshire Boulevard. 

The organizing of the Institute led to the launching only a few months later of a monthly magazine: Religious Science. 
The Institute was not yet equipped to enroll all the would-be students who wanted to attend. The magazine was created in an 
effort to sustain and build the interest that the Institute already had generated by word-of-mouth. 

In Vol. I, No.1 of Religious Science, there was this announcement by Ernest Holmes: 
"The purpose of this magazine will be to instruct ethically, morally, and religiously, from a scientific viewpoint of life 

and its meaning. 
"A semi-religious periodical, ethical in its tendency, moral in tone, philosophical in its viewpoint, it will seek to promote 

that universal consciousness of life which binds all together in one great Whole... 
"It will also be the purpose of Religious Science to present to its readers a systematic and comprehensive study of the 

subtle powers of mind and spirit, insofar as they are now known; and to show how such powers may be consciously used for 
the betterment of the individual and the race." 

Like so many other ideas of Dr. Ernest Holmes, that first issue contained features that have endured. One was a 
meditation for each day of the month; it was a one-line meditation, at the top of a page, in the first issue. Also, there was a 
listing of Religious Science Practitioners. That first issue carried eight names; one was Anna Holmes, Ernest's mother.
