Notice 
I didn’t say we must “feel” the courage and wholeness – 
for that is not enough.  We must come to be it!  We must 
come to realize who we truly are! 

If you are in a stuck place right now, remember the 
daffodil – and the Generosity of Nature – the Greatness 
of the Heart of God and how It is always in operation, 
employing Itself in YOUR LIFE RIGHT NOW.  God is 
Generous nature – if It is anything – and you and I are a 
part of all that God is.  Therefore, let your greatness 
emerge upward out of the snow, out of the cold cover 
you have been hidden beneath – and give of yourself.  In 
fact, give whatever it is you feel you have need of most 
right now.  Yes! That’s right! That very thing!  I 
know…I know… it appears that you don’t have enough 
money, love, time, energy – etc. etc. – so how can you 
possibly give it?  Give some of it. The act of giving 
rejuvenates our greatness of heart and the act of giving 
puts us in the mode of trust.  We must trust Spirit to 
provide more of what we already have enough of, to give 
away!  We have enough in Spirit! 

Enoughness is a state of consciousness – it means 
we are in the flow of the All good.  Tap into it – 
especially in the midst of feelings of “not enoughness”.  
It is there – it will never leave or deceive us. 

Giving puts us back in the Universal flow of 
Greatness and Generosity. Stand up straight and tall like 
the daffodil and bloom right through the snow, with a 
great and beautiful heart!
